Dismissal

Priest: The Lord be with you

have set us free.

Sign of Peace:
Priest: The peace of the Lord be with you always

People: And with your spirit

Deacon/Priest: Let us offer each other the sign of
peace.

Invitation to Communion

Priest: Behold the Lamb of god,
behold him who takes ways the sins
of the world.
Blessed are those called to the supper
of the Lamb.

People: Lord, I am not worthy \
that you should enter under my roof,
but only say the word
and my soul shall be healed.
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Priest; The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ. and
the love of god. and the communion of the
Holy Spirit be with you all.

Or: Grace to you and peace from God our
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ

Or: The Lord be with you.

People: And with your spirit.

Penitential Act (A)

I confess to almighty God and to you. my brothers and
sisters. that I have greatly sinned. in my thoughts and in
my words. in what I have done and in what I have failed
to do. through my fault, through my fault. through my
most grievous fault; therefore I ask blessed Mary ever-
Virgin. all the Angels and Saints. and you. my brothers
and sisters. to pray for me to the Lord our God.

Penitential Act (B)

Priest: Have mercy on us. 0 Lord

People: For we have sinned against you.

Priest: Show us. 0 Lord, your mercy

People: And grant us your salvation

Gloria

Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to peo-
ple of good will. We praise you, we bless you, we adore
you, we glorify you, we give you thanks for your great
glory, Lord God, heavenly King, 0 God, almighty Father.
Lord Jesus Christ, Only Begotten Son, Lord God. Lamb
of God, Son of the Father, you take away the sins of the
world. have mercy on us; you take away the sins of the
world. receive our prayer; you are seated at the right
hand of the Father, have mercy on us. For you alone are
the Holy One. you alone are the Lord, you alone are the
Most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy Spirit, in the
glory of God the Father. Amen.

Nicene Creed

I confess
the Baptism for the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to
the resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to
come. Amen.

right hand of the God the Father almighty; from there he will
come to judge the livingand the dead. I believe in the Holy
Spirit. the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body. and life
everlasting. Amen.
